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Bombs in Harewood Forest

A chance conversation with Eric Aldridge, who livesin
North Acre, led me to explore an aspect of the history of
Longparish which is litle recorded. From 1943 until the
early 1950s Harewood Forest was used to store bombs.
Until 1936 the RAF had only two main ammunition
depotsto supplyits bombers. It wasrealised that these
would be totally inadequate in the event of war, and
eleven new depots were planned and built by 1942.
Even those were insufficient as the size of bombs
increased, and obsolescent stock still had to be stored.

An extract from the piivate memoirs of Mr C.N.Anderson,
assistant to the Southern Railway Divisional
Superintendent at Southampton, quoted in Peter A
Harding’s history of The Longparish Branch Line
(published 1992) may explain why Harewood Forest was
chosen asa sitein 1942. “A telephone enquiry from
Waterloo 'Can you suggest a stretch of woodland not too
close to atown, rail served and about 25 miles inland?' |
suggested Harewood Forest between Andover and
Micheldever. Within a week two RAF high-ups visited
Harewood Forest and said at once it was the very place
they had been looking for, that was how the RAF Depot
at Longparish came to be.” The railway line from
Fullerton Station to Longparish had already been dosed
to passenger trafficin 1931 but was still used for goods.
New sidings and a branch network for military traffic were
built at Longpalish Station and concrete roads builtin the
Forest to make it possible to disperse the munitions to
the storage huts. Middleton House had been occupied
by a school, but was nowtaken over as the headquarters
for Maintenance Unit 202. Bombs started arriving in the
autumn of 1943. Ed Goodridge in A History of the
Hurstbourne and Fullerton Railway (2nd ed. 1984) says “A
conservative estimate suggests that 6000 wagons of
bombs and ammunition were stored in Harewood Forest
in the run-up to D-Dayin June 1944.

After the war ended in Europe in May 1945, the work of
clearing the site had to be faced and initially the stocks at
Harewood were actually increased by the dosure of
other Maintenance Units.

In July 1947, Eric Aldridge having done his basic training
asa National Serviceman inthe RAF was posted to 202
Maintenance Unit. He was not unfamiliar with the area
as he had lived in Overton and attended Whitchurch
Secondary School. Histrain arived at Andover, and he
a few other recruits went by bus to Station Hill and
marched with their heavy kitbags to the camp, which was
sited on the left after the railway arch on the Roman
road, which isthe turning after Pachington on the
Wherwell Road. They reported to the guardroom on the
left after the railway arch. His Nissen hut was shared
with about 15 others, and there was a wash-house, a
cookhouse and a parade ground. Because of his
expelience working in a garage, Eric was initially put in
the transport section, based on the left by Pachington
railway arch. He helped to service the lorries, induding
some Bedford articulated lorries, a couple of troop
carriers and some water bowsers and also worked briefly
in the bicyde section. Soon he was moved to help in the
main work of removing bombs.

The bombs were stored on three sites, and Eric worked
on Asite on the Middleway. The men were taken by
lorry to the site office just the village side of the current
Middleton estate farm buildings each moming and
afternoon, returning to the camp for lunch. There were
many bomb bays among the trees and each bay took
three or four daysto empty. They had to check the code
and numbers for each item, which were then
manhandled into the lorries. Ed Goodridge says “records

show that 100 tonnes of bombs were transported out by
rail each weekin 1949. Occasionally the pattern was
varied. The largest blockbuster bombs, which were up to
5000 Ibs were loaded by crane on to 7 ton open trucks,
one on each, and sent to Pembrey, west of Llanelliin
South Wales where the contents would be steamed out.
Eric went with these a few times. The journey took 2
days at 30 mph and they stayed overnight at RAF
Llandaffin Cardiff. Thiswas a welcome jaunt and they
made their way back by thumbing a lift or by public
transport. Furtherup the Middleway there were bays
where oxyacetylene and oxygen bottles were stored. On
the track straight on at the first big bend in the Middleway
were igloos with large boxes of detonators which had to
be very carefully passed from man to man when they
were loading the lorries.

It was dangerous work, and the great fear was fire. They
were given some basic fire-fighting training, such as
running out hoses and there was a Fire Section.
Cigarettes and matches were banned and espedially in
the summer they took turns at fire-watching, two hours
on and -four hours off, staying in a Nissen hut near the
top of the Middleway. A kind woman living nearby used
to give them hot water fortheir cocoa. A look-outtower
was also used at weekends and gave a good view of
courting couples from Picket Twenty. Eilic enjoyed the
occasional sightings of deer, but on dark nights there
was only the hooting of owls. Wide firebreaks were cut
through the trees and a telephone was fixed on a tree by
each set of bays. The real danger was shown when a
stack of dicey detonators accidentally caught on fire in
the valley between Whinwhistle and Park Farm,
Wherwell. All were summoned to help — “the biggest
firework display!”

Eric’s parents by then lived at Abbotts Ann, so after he
was demobbed in 1949 he took ajob at SCATS in
Andover. It wasthere that he met Dolis Smith who was
born at Longparish Station, where her father, Fred, was a
lengthsman. She attended Longpartish School until she
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was 12, when the family moved to Fullerton Station. She
and Eric were married in St Mary’s, Andover in 1951, and

lived in Andoverand Weyhill until they returned to
Longparishin 1981. The photograph also shows their
best man, herbrother, Bill Smith, who worked for many
years at Kennedy & Kempe.

It took more than five yearsto clear the bombs, which
were deteriorating all the ime and another two or three
yearsto clear the site. The concrete ridesremain asa
reminder of the forest's wartime role.

Does anyone else have interesting memories of this
time?

Rod Earley 1935-2008
Rod was born in Southampton in 1935 and so his
childhood covered the years of war. He left school to
work as a plasterer, then through National Senvice went
to Hong Kong, working in signals. Demobbed in 1957, he
changed the direction of his life and became a farm
worker, dryer-man and tractor driver, first at Romsey
Common Farm at Ower, then Sutton Scotney, Ovington,
Micheldever, Hillside, then Cocum at Barton Stacey. He
shared the last 45 years with Edwina, with Andrew, Mark
& Jane being born.

In 2000, he retired to live in North Acre. He came to
terms with the effects of the laryngectomy he had in
2005, but Edwina died last year, and the months since
the anniversary of her death in May this year have been
particulaly hard as his health collapsed, though he
fought hard against the cancer. He was a private man,
his life centred around his family.

He was practical, strong and smart. He enjoyed
gardening, mechanics, gadgets, and was very good at
computing and sorting out problems. Jane, his daughter,
spoke movingly at his Funeral on 20™ August about his
photography, espedally his patience in taking family
portraits and the legacy he has left for them in so many
beautiful pictures.

He died on 11" August 2008 in the care of the Countess
of Brecknock Hospice, Andover.
